Entry Requirements

To enrol, you'll need a minimum of 3 GCSEs grade D or above (to include either
Maths/Numeracy or English/Welsh First Language) or an appropriate Level 1 Diploma
qualification in the relevant vocational area, to include either GCSE Maths/Numeracy or
English/Welsh First Language grade.

Applicants without the minimum GCSEs, will be considered based on previous experience or
other qualifications.
